From the Pastor:    

As we start this new year, here is an overview of what has been happening at Waggoners Church.  Over 

ten years ago we adopted a vision and a 15 Year Plan to achieve what we believe to be a God–given    

vision.  The main goals were:  

purchase 25 acres adjacent to the church; 

construct a multi-purpose building, first  

build a ball field/sports area, bandshell/pavilion second. 

In 2001, 25.24 acres of land was purchased next to the church.  In 2005 the pavilion with a stage/band shell 

area was dedicated. The pavilion was built first because specific buildings materials and donations for it be-

came available.  In the fall of 2008, the ball field was completed along with a BBQ pit for the pavilion area.  

I believe all of this is bearing fruit.   We now hold 2-3 Chicken BBQ meals for fundraising and community 

exposure.  Our Vacation Bible School Program continues to draw more children from the church and com-

munity.  Our Annual Gospel Fest in August, which features local Gospel groups including the church ’s 

own Chapter VII, draws between 600-900 people.  It has been a great community outreach event.  Ministry 

to families within and outside the church who lost loved ones has brought several new families to Waggon-

ers.  The church softball team and league, which now plays on the new ball field has broadened our expo-

sure in the local church community.  For the second year, a church run concession stand was open during 

the games and allowed more interchurch fellowship.  This past fall the Christian based Upward Flag Foot-

ball & Cheerleading program was hosted at our sports field.  This outreach saw on any given Saturday be-

tween 200 – 300 churched and unchurched children, youth and adults participating.  Our own District Su-

perintendent, Dennis Keller, led the devotions at half time in October. ( continued page 3 )

Two summers ago a second Joel Committee was formed to revise the 15 Year Plan to ten years.  Here is what 

it looks like now: 

Short Range,  0 – 5 Years  

 Renew and revamp ministries to children and youth under direction of Sunday School Council  

 Explore a contemporary worship service using the Worship Team  

Perk seepage beds 

 Devise a plot plan 

 Examine permanent concession stand possibility 

 Evaluate what we need to store ( possible storage building )  

Long Range, 5 Years  and up 

Explore erecting a multipurpose building for future.  

A revamping of Sunday school and the start of a “First Friday” youth ministry event each month for Junior 

and Senior Highers has helped reach out to children and youth.  In addition, our weekly Bible study is averag-

ing 28-30 people. Now, we are not growing by leaps and bounds and the growth is slower than I would like it to 

be, but numerical and spiritual growth is taking place.    

The level of servanthood has increased due to the upswing in the number of events.  I cannot in good con-

science preach about the need for service because so many are now serving in so many ways.  Also on the 

upswing is the practice of prayer and giving.  We have become very intentional about prayer as we open the 

altar during each Sunday's service to intercede for people's needs.  Direct answers to prayer have excited us 

to pray even more.    

Just recently a 24' X 40' storage garage was donated to the church by the Rick Mellott Family.  Lay leadership 

saw to it that it was disassembled and safely stored.  It awaits reassembly this spring.  

What do we do in 2012?   Just keep on keeping on and build on the spiritual momentum God has brought our 

way!
